How to interpret Current Attainment 

 

The target grade indicates the GCSE target grade for each subject that your child studies. 
 

Green - The current working grade is above, equal to or one grade below the target grade. 
Orange - The current working grade is two grades below the target grade. 
Red - The current working grade is three or more grades below the target grade. 
 

How to interpret Pastoral data: Attendance and Behaviour 
 

 

Attendance percentages and behaviour totals will be reported as “Year to date” 
 

Year group averages enables you to compare your child’s performance against their peers. 
 

The year group attendance ranking position will be from 1 to 100, with 1 being high.
